(11*issuel, 2019) of QURANICA. This issue contains eight artides: 4 in English, two in
both Malay and Arabic language. The first paper by Dr. J. Hoffman, discusses the aspect
of self-referenciality in the Qur'an as being a divine revelation, a testimony to the previous
God’s messages, and the final revelation.

Finally, the second Arabic paper which is by Dr. R. Hussaini, is a stylistic analysis of Surah
al-Qamar at three levels: phonetics, syntax and semantic.
